Text A:            Beads are important to the Maasai people from the Serengeti in eastern 

Africa . They decorate themselves with thousands of beads in the form of  big 

necklaces, earrings and bracelets on their arms. The designs reflect the wearer’s age and 

status. Maasai beads have inspired designers for ages. In fact ,  the Maasai have recently 

trademarked their bead art to protect their cultural identity, because they want to stop 

international fashion houses trying to use their designs without permission. In North 

America the oldest bead ever found dates back 13.000 years .Some Native American 

tribes used sea shells to create beads called ‘ wampum’ , which they used to wear as 

jewellery and were also a form of money in their culture .
